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COURSES Course Content First Semester

ARC_010 Architectural Design 1 (12 ECTS)

Changing Realities. Every new beginning unsettles the fact
of reality. A first year course in architecture is, on the one hand, a general introduction to society,
culture, the environment and, on the other, to the nature, role and context of architecture. In the
Department of Architecture at the University of Patras, a first year's experience is both focused
research and intuitive discovery. During the first semester students reconsider facts and search for
their connections through a series of sequential projects: constructing, out of ssams and newspaper,
an overcoat for wandering through the city; drawing this overcoat in relation to the body; recording
the thresholds of their homes as both common ground and potentially unpredictable spaces;
discovering and mapping the city as a route starting from their own doorstep; and finally intervening
at a critical point of the route, in the urban territory. Students discover conceptual coherence, as well
as the complexity and the impact of a design proposal; their architecture becomes a log for their first
months at university, and drawing -in section, axonometric, and time- a key tool for discovering and
understanding their passage into an entirely new state of mind.

ARC_303 Sustainability and Environment 1 (2 ECTS)

From smart buildings to mobility systems and from automated
construction methods to a circular approach to resource reuse, information technologies and systems
thinking are broadening our perspective on sustainable design. A more holistic approach that considers
the entire life cycle of building, urban and mobility systems, as well as their interactions with people,
complements and extends traditional bioclimatic design strategies. The course approaches the issue of
sustainability as both an evaluation criterion and a necessary environmental goal in relation to building,
urban and mobility systems through systems theory and systems science. It introduces key concepts of
bioclimatic design and ecosystem theory and how these concepts can be used to understand and critique
important sustainability issues in architectural or urban design. Emphasis is placed on participatory or
collaborative systems, resource sharing and circular economies with applications to shared mobility
systems and their interactions with shared living and working spaces.

ARC_373 History of Art 1 (2 ECTS)

The course provides a brief but global overview of art, in a broad
chronological framework, from antiquity to the 19th century. It focuses on western art while making
references to the Asian, African and American artistic production. It aims to introduce students to key
moments and central issues in art history and encourage their critical understanding and approach. It
covers a range of topics, artists, art forms and ways to examine them. Special emphasis is given on the
way in which the contemporary artistic creation borrows and exploits resources from the past. Among
the main issues that will emerge throughout the course are: the relationships between artand history and
its wider social, cultural, economic contexts, the shaping of the contemporary concept of art, the social
position of the artist, the role of the viewer, the interpretation of artin museums and galleries, different
ways of approaching art history. The lectures follow a broad chronological organization, while thematic
seminars focus on specific issues in the field.
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COURSES Course Content First Semester

ARC_230 Structures 1 (4 ECTS)

Architecture and load bearing structure. Basic construction
requirements. The notion of load bearing structure and the various types of structural members. Forces
and Moments. Types of supports and loads. Statically determinate structures and statically indeterminate
structures. Equations of equilibrium. Free body diagram. Calculation of reactions and internal forces and
moments. Diagrams of internal forces and moments. Introduction to the notion of stresses. Analysis of
statically determinate structures (trusses, etc).

ARC_311 History of Architecture 1 (6 ECTS)

The course offers an introduction in world architecture of the distant
to the recent past to today. Architecture is approached form a history-by-theory and theory-by-history
point of view that helps students make sense of its chaotic multitude through time. The course perceives
architecture as part of human civilisation, but is quite eclectic since it refers to just a few of architectural
achievements. It focuses on issues such as: “is concept and form or matter the most important
‘component’ of architecture?”, “how close is architecture to spectacle?”, “is less really more?”. Thus, the
course is meant as an introduction for freshmen students of architecture who want to get a grasp of what
architecture is —and has been-really about.

ARC_551 Visual Arts 1 (4 ECTS)

Introduction to visual thinking and practices of contemporary art.
Observation and its interrelation to thinking and praxis constitute the object of study. Students familiarize
with artistic practice, train their visual perception and develop their drawing and compositional skills
through experimentation and contact with different materials and mediums. Revision and re-orientation
of mediums such as drawing, conceived beyond their representational function and closer to the process
of documenting. The basic characteristics of the mediums are explored through exercises which are
sometimes mechanical in their execution, and sometimes more intuitional, tuned in the body, sensual
or beyond the appropriate vision (hearing, smell, touch). Emphasis in the process of discovering ways of
observing and recording, as well as in the syntaxis of a personal visual vocabulary. During the courses,
thematics from the history of art and civilizations are presented and discussed, forming a parallel to
the exercises archive of references, which student further develop through the study of bibliography.
Lectures, presentations from invited speakers and field trips complement the practical training.
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COURSES Course Content Second Semester

ARC_020 Architectural Design 2 (12 ECTS)

Researching Realities. The second semester is the continuation
and extension of the process, research and skills developed during the first semester through the
interpretation and construction of diagrammes and paradigms, a systematic study of architectural
references and their consequent transformation into ideas, mechanisms and strategies. The initial
framework for this is a nine square grid problem [9SG]: starting from an inscribed yet intuitive sketch,
students systematically develop and then transform a scheme into a series of, scaled, eventually
habitable, constructions. The parallel study of works by Andrea Palladio and a series of contemporary
responses to them leads to their on-site analysis and recording in Italy’s Veneto region, and then to an
intervention proposal on the grounds of the Greek pavilion at the Venice Biennale. This intervention
restructures the reality of the original sketch as an experience of exhibition, stasis, motion, wandering
and aresponse to a landscape: a brand new place no longer across a city, but the entire Adriatic sea.
Through the unfolding of the second semester’s work, students internalize, learn to discern and seek
for the esoteric logic or laws of the architecture oeuvre, and learn to interpret the latter’s diverse
manifested instantiations (type and paradigm).

ARC_304 Sustainability and Environment 2 (2 ECTS)

From smart buildings to mobility systems and from automated
construction methods to a circular approach to resource reuse, information technologies and systems
thinking are broadening our perspective on sustainable design. A more holistic approach that considers
the entire life cycle of building, urban and mobility systems, as well as their interactions with people,
complements and extends traditional bioclimatic design strategies.

ARC_374 History of Art 2 (2 ECTS)

The course provides a brief but global overview of art from the 19th
century to the present day. It focuses on western art while making references to the Asian, African and
American artistic production. Itaims to introduce students to key moments and central issuesin art history
and encourage their critical understanding and approach. It covers a range of topics, artists, art forms and
ways to examine them. Special emphasis is given on the way in which the contemporary artistic creation
borrows and exploits resources from the past. Among the main issues that will emerge throughout the
course are: the relationships between art and history and its wider social, cultural, economic contexts,
the shaping of the contemporary concept of art, the social position of the artist, the role of the viewer, the
interpretation of art in museums and galleries, different ways of approaching art history. The lectures
follow a broad chronological organization, while thematic seminars focus on specific issues in the field.
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ARC_240 Structures 2 (4 ECTS)

The course entitled «Structures ll» is held during the 2nd semester
of the Department of Architecture at the University of Patras and is related to the corresponding
course of the winter semester (Structures 1). The design process for the selection of the most
appropriate structures for bridging large openings is described. The structures studied are divided
in four categories namely cables, arcs, trusses and beams. The connection between stresses
and deformation is presented and the behavior and resistance of the various structural materials
in developing deformations is studied. Another objective of the course is to provide students with
a rational basis of the design of reinforced concrete members and structures through advanced
understanding of material and structural behavior. Topics covered include: strength and deformation
of concrete under various states of stress; failure criteria; concrete plasticity; fundamental behavior
of reinforced concrete structural systems and their members. Moreover, methods for the calculation
of the slabs’ reinforcement, beams and columns are also presented. Finally, during the last two
lessons the influence of the earthquake in construction is examined and the seismic design process
is explained briefly.

ARC_312 History of Architecture 2 (6 ECTS)

The course aims in a presentation of the architecture from the
first efforts of the mankind to create its own environment up to the end of the Middle Ages. The
architectural creation of various seasons will be examined in terms of typology, morphology and
construction, within its social, economic and ideological frame. Aim of the presentation is an effort
to comprehend the “official” and “grand” edifices as well as the buildings of a “minor architecture”,
which constitute the standard of comparison for the evaluation of the “monuments”. Thus for
each period of architecture questions of design (such as the use of prototypes, the imitation, the
renaissance of forms etc), questions of construction (such as the under certain conditions continuity
and the interruption of building tradition etc) will be examined.

ARC_562 Visiual Arts 2 (4 ECTS)

The course more deeply investigate the thematics of the autumn
semester, expanding training in visual mediums (technical image, serial image, collage, audiovisual).
Students are introduced in the use of images in contemporary art practice. The combined use of mediums
in documenting space, as well as its social and historic context are explored. Exercises in different space
situations in the university, and along walks, associate visual training with the spatial, historical and social
context. Ways of working and methodologies of visual research are introduced through projects. Different
ways of organizing visual material (narrative, archival, among other) are explored, towards the emergence
of new meanings in the spaces under study. During the courses, thematics from the history of art and
civilizations are presented and discussed, forming a parallel to the exercises archive of references, which
students further develop through the study of bibliography. Lectures, presentations from invited speakers
and field trips complement the practical training.
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Second Semester

COURSES Course Content Third Semester

ARC_030 Architectural Design 3 (12 ECTS)

Polykatoikia / Design of a polykatoikia (apartment building) with
various public programs in an urban site. Short bibliographic research and analysis of important examples
of buildings from Greek and international architecture that incorporate multiple programs. Questions
investigated: Relation of proposal with urban fabric, relation between the programs, public-private, access
to programs, importance of vertical circulation. Project development (analysis, concept and concept
development, functional givens, representational means)

ARC_173 Digital Media 1 (2 ECTS)

Digital design is a dynamic field of ideas development, through
the use of digital tools in every design phase. We could say that digital design is synonymous with
experimental design. The development of the use of tools is a collaborative process where techniques
and applications aim at integrating tools in the field of architectural study and expression. In practice,
combined use of applications requires a fundamental understanding of architecture and all processes
involved in architectural design. The course introduces students to the possibilities, advantages and
limitations of computers as part of design work. During the course, students familiarize themselves with
a wide range of digital applications that involves virtual 3d modeling, image processing, 2d architectural
design, and generally all possible aspects of conventional architectural work. The basic method is the
simulation-representation of design in different phases, starting from abstract forms and gradually
extending to more complex projects, up to detailed drawings.

ARC_175 Visual Arts 3 (4 ECTS)

Systematic investigation of mediums (drawing, technical image,
audiovisual, construction, etc.) through visual research in a space-situation in the university/ the city.
The communication possibilities of mediums are explored in a triple condition: a) the observation and
interpretation of the environment through the use of different mediums and tactics, in their spatial and
performative dimension, b) the reworking of produced material through transpositions among mediums,
and c) installation of material in different spaces. Students are introduced in methods of visual research,
medium practice and presentation in a public environment. Emphasis is on experimentation and the
development of tactics for the constitution of a personal language of response.

ARC_215 Mathematics and Geometry (2 ECTS)

Atthe end of the course, as in the previous semester, the students are
expected to be in position to design representations and images of 3D objects by applying scientifically
based methods of representation that are nowadays used by engineers and not by applying simple
practical methods. In this way the students will be able: 1. To cover adequately the needs of representation
of any object on their field of interest. 2. To realize the methods of creation of any image that appears on
a computer screen when CAD programs are used. 3. To understand the geometrical relations in space of
the object. 4. To study the geometrical relations between 3D and 2D representation of the objects.
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ARC_330A History of Architecture 3 (4 ECTS)

The course objective is to familiarize the students with specific
theoretical issues of the contemporary architecture. In order to understand the intentions and language
of today's architecture, we will analyze the architects’ work that constitutes milestones of the 20th century
architecture. Their main architectural theories, their principal design concepts and significance within
current architectural debate will be discussed.

ARC_610 Building Technology 1 (6 ECTS)

Introduction to the basic principles of architectural detailing, the
properties of building materials and construction techniques, the role of construction in architecture and
the relationship between building technology and architectural design. The construction detailing of a
conventional building with a RC load-bearing frame is examined throughout the semester with exercises
and a small topic: formation of RC frames, foundations, masonries, partitions, insulation, stairs, etc. in the
course of the architectural detailing of a simple house designed by an eminent Greek architect
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ARC_040 Architectural Design 4 (12 ECTS)

Single-family house with working space. Design of a double program
for a single-family house with working space in an urban site. Short bibliographic research and analysis
of important examples from Greek and international architecture. Questions investigated: Relation of
proposal with urbanfabric, relation between the two programs, public-private, access to the two programs.
Project development (analysis, concept and concept development, functional givens, representational
means).

ARC_176 Digital Media 2 (2 ECTS)

The course covers issues related to three-dimensional design and
architectural representation. Specifically, it focuses on the modeling of architectural compositions,
photorealism and animation. At the same time, on a theoretical level, it explores how objects are portrayed
in 3D space, virtual reality and cyberspace, which is perceived as a dynamic representation of the
architectural form. Part of this focusing on dynamic means of representation is channeled on animation, a
means that deals with issues of behavior (materials and individuals in space), energy and transformations.
During the semester, students are invited to address issues related to:Geometry, complex forms and
modeling (three-dimensional design). Light, space and image. Transformation and movement. With the
ultimate goal of completing a project and digitally presenting it, the development of a flexible spatial
architectural composition is required during the semester. The process is broken down into: 1. Three-
dimensional spatial resolution. Clarification of compositional principles and architectural values of the
project through a series of representations. 2. Transformations of the model in terms of its geometry
and materiality. Variants of utilization of characteristic components of the project, adapting them to new
data. 3. Movement and habitation, transformations and new uses. 4. Representations of composition and
constructing animated images. Through the evolutionary process of the exercises, compositional process
is recorded and represented while at the same time software-tools are a subject to experimentation, not
as simple instruments for the modeling of pre-conceived architectural space but as innovative ways of
composing it.

ARC_340A History of Architecture 4 (4 ECTS)

The course offers an introduction in world architecture from the 16th
to the 21st century CE. There will be a special focus on the creation of a “neohellenic” architecture in
19th century. Architecture is approached form a history-by-theory and theory-by-history point of view that
helps students make sense of its chaotic multitude through time. The course perceives architecture as
part of human civilisation, but is quite eclectic since it refers to just a few of architectural achievements.
It focuses on issues such as: “how close is architecture to spectacle?”, “is less really more?”, “how has
architecture helped the formation of national or religious identity of some group of people?”
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ARC_620 Building Technology 2 (6 ECTS)

Closer examination of the architectural detailing of the enclosure
system of a building including doors and windows, cladding, curtain walls, railings and other finishing.
Development of detailing for the interior of a conventional building: floors, ceilings, dry construction
partitions, fixed furnishings, etc. Introduction of the students to the design of small scale frames and
structures with timber and steel. The better understanding of the studio’s scope is achieved in the course
of preparing exercises with joinery and partitions and also a small topic on the detail design of a kiosk.

ARC_772 Landscape, City, Urbanism (2 ECTS)

The Greek landscape (Urban and Natural) is a place of co-existence
of different and, most often, contradictory elements. These, strongly retain their functional contradictions,
their morphological peculiarities, their cultural origins and their geographical characteristics. The
emergence, through a drawing process, of all these elements, which vary and characterize the landscape,
should preoccupy our research in a positive way since their presence constitutes a different level of vision.
A level of vision capable of contributing to a new way of “reading / understanding” of the landscape we
experience everyday. Landscape can also be viewed as a place of cultural exchange, a site in which
practices and processes of cultural exchange become forms of cultural heritage. The natural landscape
provides the materials, culture provides the shaping force, and the “mind of man” creates culture; however,
it is man’s record upon the landscape. What we perceive as cultural characteristics in a place / topos
consist, in the first place, of variations in skill [innate or acquired] that are developed and are incorporated
into the human organism through his actions in forming the environment that he appropriates and inhabits.
The course will study the given reality of the City in order to discover in it those primary values, which
can be transformed in time, to support a consistent, rich in imagination, radical reinterpretation of the
contemporary City's structure in relation with the landscape. Contemporary theories of landscape
architecture and landscape urbanism, that understand the term landscape, as ‘topos’, ecosystem and
a multidimensional point of reference, will enrich this investigation. The course will also investigate
phenomena and processes of urban transformation of contemporary Landscapes and territories. That
may suggest a change of focus from cities to broader territorial frames, the so-called non-urban realm
or the city’s structure. In this expanded field of urbanization, the recognition of this «landscape», which
constitutes by now a new reality, must project alternative designs and strategies of spatial organization
primarily as an answer to Ecological and Urban issues.

ARC_176 Visual Arts 4 (4 ECTS)

Introduction to art practice and critical visual/ spatial thinking.
Students acquire technical and conceptual skills in the mediums and across mediums, through site-
specific projects in the city. Projects develop in stages, documenting and transposing the experience
of insignificant events in different scales, mediums and spaces, organizing the material towards the
realization of an intervention and finally discussing the experience of the work and the experience of
transformed place. Students familiarize with spatial practices in contemporary art, such as process,
installation and performance, as well as with the fundamental concepts of site-specific, context and
participation. Lectures, guest presentations and in-situ visits complement practical training.
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ARC_050 Architectural Design 5 (12 ECTS)

The object of the studio course is the design of public buildings
and small complexes in an urban context. During the semester, exemplary works from the history of
architecture are analysed and different building design methodologies are taught. The studio examines
the symbolic dimension of the public building and its role in the urban environment and investigates
various hypothetical scenarios for the future development of urban life. Students are asked to design a
public building in the centre of Patras. The building program and the basic assumptions of design are
determined by each tutor with the contribution of the students. Students work either individually or in
groups of two. The main objective of the course is to familiarize students with the main methodological
tools of analysis and synthesis that are necessary for addressing a design problem of medium scale and
high complexity. Emphasis is given to the definition of the conceptual background for the documentation
of synthetic ideas, as well as to the presentation of proposals with drawings, images, and architectural
models. Some of the basic investigations involve: the defining of the building program, the circulation
organisation of the building and its connections to urban networks, and the representation of public space
through emblematic images.

ARC_410 Theory of Architecture 1 (4 ECTS)

Introduction to the particular modes of thinking and producing in
architecture, and to the mutations that occur under the influence of external factors (natural, historic,
social, cultural, technological, etc.) and ideological approaches (interpretation, theory, criticism). The
specificity of architecture as discipline. Types of knowledge converging into architectural thought and
production. The position of architectural discourse in relation to art, science, technology, and politics.
The surplus of meaning: architecture vs building. Types of architectural theory: normative, speculative,
interpretative. The language analogy in architecture. The idea of order: formal and intellectual order, and
their manifestation. Form and content, image and idea. Architectural meaning in context, meaning by
association. Primary meaning of architectural forms: Architecture ans Semiotics. The notion of rhetorics
in architecture. Sources of architectural form: model, precedent, type. The notion of type as analytical
and operative tool. The notion of transformation: combination, assemblage, deformation, collage,
displacement. Typology vs Iconography, typology as iconography. The problem of repetition: reproduction
and invention. Creativity in architecture.

ARC_630 Building Technology 3 (6 ECTS)

Design of complex frames and structures with timber, metal or their
combination. Development of details and joints of non conventional structures in combination with
the design of light weight skins. Introduction to issues related to regulations, specifications and E&M
installations. The comprehension of the studio’s scope is achieved in the course of preparing exercises
on the composition of structures that evolve from simple linear to more complicated spacial. The studio
is also linked to the semester's Architectural Design 5 Studio, supporting it in the formation of the load-
bearing structure of the building that is designed by the students and developing its construction details.
These are presented in a separate set of drawings.
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ARC_750A Urban design and Planning 1 (8 ECTS)

The objective of the course is to explore the urban environment,
and suggest ways to improve certain components thereof. The way individuals and groups perceive and
appropriate the city is analyzed in lectures and researched in workshops. Of special interest are areas
where public domain meets private domain and the borders between them are blurred. The workshops
include codification of quantifiable data; pinpointing of physical elements that grant some specific
character to urban space; identification of people's attitudes and everyday conduct that substantiate (or
degrade) it; and designs and plans aiming at solving specific problems and thus contribute to upgrading
its quality in a selected area.
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ARC_060 Architectural Design 6 (12 ECTS)

The studio focuses on the design of public buildings that
accommodate educational facilities. The course contains lectures, introductory exercises and the main
project. Each instructor proposes his/her own methodological approach to a general theme that is
common for all studios. In the beginning of the semester, each student opts for his/her instructors in order
of preference and the students are distributed in the studios accordingly.

ARC_420 Theory of Architecture 2 (4 ECTS)

The course views architecture as a mediated discourse and examines
the social, economic, political, philosophical and technological givens that form architectural theories and
inform architectural design. Texts by architects, philosophers and literary critics, that cover the period
from the second half of the 19th centuy to the present, are analyzed and discussed. Texts by: W. Benjamin,
G. Simmel, A. Loos, Le Corbusier, Mies van der Rohe, R. Venturi, C. Rowe, A. Rossi, F. Jameson, G. Debord,
R. Koolhaas, B. Tschumi, P. Virilio and J. Baudrillard are examined.

ARC_640 Building Technology 4 (6 ECTS)

Conceptual construction detailing within the scope of architectural
design. Bridging of large spans (vaults, domes, open web trusses, membranes, double membranes,
pneumatic structures, tensegrity, etc) prefabrication, issues on quality control of construction.
Introduction to issues on building damage investigation and building repairs. Further comprehension of
theory is achieved through a set of exercises that deal with the rehabilitation of a simple ruined stone
building: design of new roof, mezzanine, staircase and portico. In these exercises there is limited freedom
on the layout while the creative development of architectural details and joints is encouraged, using metal,
timber, glass and other contemporary materials. The studio is also linked to the semester’s Architectural
Design 6 Studio, supporting it in the formation of the load-bearing structure of the building that is designed
by the students and developing its construction details. These are presented in a separate set of drawings.

ARC_760A Urban Design and Planning 2 (8 ECTS)

The objective of the course is an in-depth look at a small area of
the city, measuring a couple of blocks. Lectures and workshops aim at making students aware of
urban environment’s extreme complexity, and of the variety of active agents that shape it; attention
is focused on comprehending the dynamics of its production and on exploring the means at our
disposal to modify it, and the feasibility of such modifications. The measures proposed may reach
from planning strategies for improving the case-study area, to design of some parts thereof, to
changes -by means of communication techniques- of the way people perceive it.
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ARC_070 Architectural Design 7 (12 ECTS)

The studio focuses on the design of large-scale buildings and
the broader parts of the city or the landscape that incorporate them. The course consists of lectures,
introductory exercises and the main studio project. Each instructor proposes his/her own specific project
and methodological approach applies to a general theme common to all studios. In the beginning of the
semester, each student selects his/her instructors in order of preference and the students are distributed
into the various studios accordingly.

ARC_301 Sustainable Design (6 ECTS)

From smart buildings and mobility systems to automated
construction methods and circular approaches to reuse of resources, information technologies
and systems thinking are changing our perspective to sustainable design. A more holistic approach
that considers the entire lifecycle of urban, building and mobility systems as well as their interactions
with humans is complementing traditional strategies of bioclimatic design. Such approach requires
understanding sustainability as a performative attribute of systems that depends on the interactions
of their components and a familiarity with theories, tools and methods to define, analyze, model and
simulate such interactions. The course approaches the subject of sustainable design of building, urban
and mobility systems through systems theory and systems science. It introduces bioclimatic design
principles and insights into the analysis, modelling, and simulation of complex systems as well as how
these techniques can be applied to understand, frame, and approach important sustainability questions
in architectural or urban design. Students will learn how to considers benefits, costs and performance
limitations of systems, how to formulate meaningful research questions, and how to use diagrammatic
methods, interactive simulations, and data visualizations to qualitatively explore scenarios to address
them. Emphasis is placed on participatory or collaborative systems, on resource sharing, and on circular
economies with applications in shared mobility systems and their interactions with shared living and
working spaces. The course combines lectures, class discussions, demos, a design lab project, student
presentations and occasionally guest speakers.

ARC_430 Theory of Architecture 3 (4 ECTS)

As a continuation of the Theory of Architecture 1 and Theory of
Architecture 2 courses of the 5th and 6th semesters, the Theory of Architecture 3 course focuses on
individual topics from the field of architectural theory. It is organized in a seminar format as it is taught
by a teaching group of three or four teachers, each of whom presents and negotiates a different, specific
topic. The course approaches architecture as a mediated field of knowledge and examines the social,
economic, political, philosophical and technological data that shape architectural theory and inform
architectural design. Texts by architects, philosophers and literary critics covering the period from the
mid-19th century to the present day and relating to important buildings and architectural studies are
analyzed and annotated.

ARC_080 Architectural Design 8 (12 ECTS)

The course is the eighth in a row of nine studio courses for
Architectural Design. The broader theme of the course is architectural design in the urban scale. It
includes public buildings and spaces, landscapes, urban infrastructures and tourism facilities and
any other space related to contemporary versions of urbanity. During the course of the semester, the
workshop studies exemplary works from the history of architecture following different planning and
building methodologies. The studio examines different types of urban space -from the Mediterranean
typology of the urban square and waterfronts to the connection between public space and contemporary
infrastructures- and investigates various hypothetical scenarios for the future development of life in the
cities. The object of study is a public space complex at the broader region of Patras or any other Greek
city. The building program and the basic assumptions of design are determined by each tutor with the
contribution of the students. Students work either individually or in groups of two. The main objective of
the course is to familiarize students with the main methodological tools of analysis and synthesis that are
necessary for addressing a design problem of high complexity in the urban scale. Particular emphasis
is given to the definition of the conceptual background for the documentation of synthetic ideas, as well
as to the presentation of proposals with drawings, images and architectural models. Some of the basic
investigations involve: the defining of the public space program according to the new standards of living
in the cities, the connection of the building structures and open air spaces with the urban context, and the
representation of new lifestyles through emblematic images.

ARC_970 Research Thesis (10 ECTS)

The Research Thesis is the first part of the process leading up to the
Design Thesis. It deals with the theoretical and pragmatologic analysis of the Thesis’ subject and includes
a clear definition of the objective and methodology that will be followed, bibliography and documentation
of subject as well as everything else needed by the Thesis as a work of “preparation” (collection of statistic
data, photographic and historical elements, possible interviews, field data etc.). The conclusions of the
Research Thesis are presented in the form of a paper and a lecture. The lecture presentation does not
necessarily have to strictly follow the research paper’s structure if this benefits the presentation process
and the Supervising Professor agrees. All lectures are presented in a broad audience made up by all
members of the Department. The lectures’ program is specified by the Department’s Chairman and
allows for the same time for all lectures. The lecture is not graded independently, but is part of the entire
Research Thesis; the lecture’s grade makes up 20% of the total grade of the Research Thesis (the other
80% of the grade corresponds to the research paper).

ARC_990 Design Thesis 1 (10 ECTS)

Fifth-year studentswork outthe Design Thesiswhichisthe conclusion
of their studies and the occasion for the presentation of the knowledge and skills acquired during all the
previous years in the development of a complex design or theoretical project. The development of the
Design Thesis spans the entire fifth year and includes the following basic elements or processes: (a) the
development of Research Thesis during the ninth semester, (b) the presentation, in the form of a Lecture,
of the main elements and conclusions of the Research Thesis, at the end of the ninth semester, (c) the
development of the Design Thesis during the tenth semester, (d) the public presentation of the Design
Thesis at the end of tenth semester.In the spring semester, a list of faculty members that will supervise
Design Theses the following year is announced together with a short report on their research field of
interest. If they wish, students can begin discussions during the summer period with faculty members
whose research field interests them. In the first week of the ninth semester, at the latest, each student
deposits to the Registrar a statement where he/she proposes the more general cognitive field he/she is
interested in working in and a faculty member as a Supervising Professor. If the amount of Design Theses
that a specific faculty member can supervise has been completed, the student must propose a different
Supervising Professor. During the first week of the ninth semester, the Department’s General Assembly
makes up the table of all students that will commence the Design Thesis process together with their
corresponding Supervising Professors.

ARC_100 Design Thesis 2 (30ECTS)

The successful examination in the courses "Diploma Thesis 1 & 2"
constitutes, after the "Research Thesis", the second fundamental requirement for receiving the diploma
of Architect Engineer. This certifies the student's ability to practice architecture and related fields as a
designer at a sufficiently high level of complexity and depth and to conduct design research of a sufficient
degree of originality. The "Diploma Thesis" is the final comprehensive synthetic subject of the architectural
studies and has a design research character. Its subject falls within any of the academic subjects of the
School and is treated as a very important final teaching process of the studies, intended to prove the
completion of the analytical and synthetic, scientific and artistic abilities of the students.
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ARC_095 Conservation of Historic Buildings (12 ECTS)

The course is a workshop the subject of which is the documentation
and the conservation and restoration of historic buildings and the integration of new uses into them.
During the course theoretical problems of treatment of historic buildings, special techniques for their
consolidation and reinforcement, as well as design issues of new buildings within a historic context will
be addressed via a restoration project in a small building complex, which the students will visit during a
field trip.

ARC_095 Computation Design / Digital Mechanisms (12 ECTS)

The course is aimed at 4th / 5th year students, who / who wish to
deepen their use of Rhino and, with the Grasshopper plugin, integrate programming processes into the
design. It is an introduction to basic principles, techniques and tools of parametric design. It has a dual,
technical and design character: The technical part concerns the deepening of the possibilities offered
by the Rhino / Grasshopper environment. The design department explores the application of modern
techniques to synthetic architectural problems and the strongest correlation between design and
implementation.

ARC_095 Spatial Planning (12 ECTS)

The space, as the main receptor of all human activities, is a
conceptual and scientific subject of a wide range of sciences, but it is also the subject of specific policies,
procedures and interventions. This dualism (study, analysis - intervention, action) defines all the sciences
and techniques / policies dealing with space and spatial development, such as Geography, Regional
Policy, Regional Development, Planning, Urban and Regional Planning, etc. The scale of the reference
area and also the thematic approach (sectoral, etc.) are actually the key factors that determine the
separation between these sciences. In this sense, the Spatial Planning is broader than the Urban Planning
since the second is a subcase of first (smaller reference area). Thus the process of Spatial Planning is an
interdisciplinary process that requires and involves data and knowledge of many disciplines, including:
Spatial Analysis, Mapping, Databases, Statistics and Spatial Statistics, etc. The size of the reference area
(the spatial scale of study/research) is what determines the specific approach, and the methodological
choices and it imposes the adoption of selected techniques of analysis and design. In this context, the
purpose and object of the Studio is the systematic presentation of theoretical principles and techniques
of Spatial Planning and it includes an analysis and design of a selected area under a specific topic. The
character and the content of the Studio is oriented at applied level and the educational process includes
the preparation of a semestrial work which emphasizes the integrated / combined application techniques
of spatial analysis and planning.

ARC_095 Interior Design Lab, Museums & Exhibitions (12 ECTS.)

How does architecture affect our experience of museums and how
does it relate to the ‘art of exhibiting’? How some museums create a sense of personal exploration, and
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others have an intensely didactic character, how the visit in some museums is transformed to a spatial
experience and in others to a social event? The course introduces students to strategic and practical
issues in the architectural-spatial design of museums and exhibitions, on the triple scale of the exhibit,
the display, and the building.The aim is to show how the design and organization of space constructs
connections between galleries, between objects, and between visitors, and contributes to the distinctive
spatial, intellectual and social character of the museum. It analyzes key issues in spatial design -
such as the relations of access and visibility, and their effects on visitors’ experience: the way in which
they explore and use the museum, ‘read’ the display, and become aware of each other. Through case
studies, practical exercises, and a project, the course seeks on the one hand, to contibute to a deeper
theoretical understaning of the way museums and galleries organize space and their collections to
create different informational and social experiences for their audiences; and on the other, to provide
practical knowledge on techniques of configuration analysis of museum and building layouts in general.

ARC_E111 Special Topics in Conservation and Restoration 1 (4 ECTS)

The mishandling of architectural heritage in recent decades, either
due to ignorance or due to various social and economic factors, is a reality. Therefore the training of stu-
dents in recognizing and evaluating the qualitative elements that make the buildings and the ensembles
preservable is a basic objective of this first elective course on conservation and restoration of historic
buildings and sites. This course intends to provide young architects with first knowledge and experience
that will help them decide if they want to work in the future for the preservation, restoration, integration
of new uses and the upgrading of historic buildings and sites. Restoration is directly linked to research
in many fields of specialization. This requires the contribution of other sciences and specialties for the
realization of a demanding restoration project. Therefore coordination and responsibility lies exclusively
with the architect. Beyond general scientific knowledge, interest in History of Architecture and Art, as
well as the ability to solve building construction problems are key prerequisites for anyone who decides to
deepen on the issues of restoration and rehabilitation of historic structures.

ARC_E115 Special Topics in Architectural Theory (4 ECTS)

Representation, Reproduction, Retransmission. The course is a re-
view of key events that changed the means that architects use to communicate their work. The aim of the
course is to encourage a critical approach to contemporary communication media and the total preva-
lence of the 'culture of the image'. In architecture, representation is a means to an end, and not an end in
itself. Whenever we make an image, we are trying to visualize something, more in the sense of projecting,
rather than making a self-sufficient work of art. Images’ main goal, whether they depict real space or not, is
to secure ideas and make them more evident. Therefore, representation is an integral part of architectural
creation. The images, of course, leaked out and ceased to be exclusively a tool in the architect's workshop.
Magazines or digital social networks rely heavily, if not exclusively, on images. 20th century periodicals
shaped architectural culture, fostering interaction and exchange. Without their existence the architectural
developments of the previous century would have been quite different. Will the same be true of digital
media in the future? The course is based on a series of lectures, seminars and a final project or paper on
the topic: critical analysis of an image.

ARC_E211 Special Topics in Urban Design 1 (4 ECTS)

Urban Design is often understood/witnessed/viewed as a concise
architecture on a large scale. This misperception leads to designs of urban environments that fail to meet
the criteria for urban design as well as architecture. The course «Urban Alphabet: Concepts and Morhpol-
ogy in Urban Design» aims at providing the appropriate/adequate conceptual and design assets for the
better understanding of urban phenomenon, the parameters of its framework and a more comprehen-
sive design of the urban landscape. It explores specific aspects of past and recent trends and methods
that define contemporary urban design theory and practice. In a vocabulary format, the course: identifies
and analyzes concepts and terms, and documents and interprets main urban forms as they are found in
design practice. It creates correlations between the scales of architecture, urban design and planning.
It mothivates students to: indulge in the relation between design concepts and urban form, understand
the multi-level thematology of urban environments, sharpen their critical thinking on public space issues,

shape their own way of thinking in order to be able to make better, more conscious design choices.

ARC_E301 Special Topics in Architectural Theory 1 (4 ECTS)

Spatial Narratives / The birth and evolution of film art was parallel to
that of modern architecture. Both of them are complementary versions of the phenomenon of modernity.
The modern architecture set the configuration of the image of postwar cities. Similarly, film was the most
popular means of representation of the new urban environment. The influence of cinema remains strong
in the contemporary era of Internet and video games. During a period of excessive exposure to infor-
mation, cinema remains a powerful narrative medium. Moreover, the proliferation of new media based
on moving images such as video and architectural animation, gives added value to the knowledge of art
and techniques of cinema. The object of the course involves: An overview of the basic tools of cinema
representation of space; the study of key examples of cinematic representation of space, architecture
and cities; analysis of cinematic spatial narratives and their symbolic value. The course structure includes
screening of excerpts from key works of film history and discussion upon the relations between cinema
and architecture.

ARC_E401 Interior Design Studio 1 (4 ECTS)

The course introduces students to specific themes related to Interi-
or Design and Architectural Design in a Small Scale. The content is structured in a series of thematic
lectures presenting key references with examples and introducing topics such as: the principles of ergo-
nomics, strategies of space division, the role of the permanent and mobile equipment in the definition of
the architectural space, basic principles of natural and artificial lighting, the constructional, physical and
visual structure of the surfaces of the spaces, the role of decoration, graphic elements and digital tech-
nologies and space identity. The course also aims to: a) introduce students through visual material and
references to new ways of designing the details of the architectural work / space, and b) develop critical
skills -tools for analysis and an assessment of the design of internal spaces or small-scale spaces, with the
understanding of their existence as fragments of a wider architectural work, and as products of a particu-
lar socio-historical context. The course is predominantly theoretical, and a series of lectures introducing
the thematic units is conducted. The lectures are complemented by discussions within the course and by
exercises and research conducted and presented by students, aiming at developing their skills in interior
design.

ARC_EB805 Spatial Apparati of Political Anatomy (4 5....)

The studio will focus on the formation and integration of elements
of political anatomy into the Architectural Discourse. During the semester, the course will research the
conceptual framework of body processing practices (Leisure, Therapeutic and Normalization Devices)
andthenwilltrace and analyze their spatial formation in order to critically re-articulate them in architectural
terms. Initially, students are encouraged to develop research tools to analyze and trace spatial formations
and subsequently they will evaluate the outcome during the design phase. The main goal of the course
is to familiarize students with methodological tools of primary research through the analysis of research
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topics in related scientific areas and their subsequent correlation in the architectural practice, through
tracing, representation and redesign of spatial devices. The course comprises of a theoretical and
a studio component. The theoretical component consists of lectures and in-depth seminars on key
issues of architectural theory and design methodology. The studio component of the course is carried
on by dividing the students into smaller groups. Design studios allow for direct communication between
students and tutors. Teaching, also, involves criticism of the projects by the tutors and the students
themselves

ARC_E204 Special Topics in Conservation and Restoration 2 (4 ECTS)

ARC_E208 Special Topics in Architectural Technology (4 ECTS)

The course aims at offering an opportunity to the students to acquire
both the basic theoretical background, as well as practical, hands-on experience in alternative natural
building techniques with earth (rammed earth, adobe, wattle and daub, etc.) Throughout the course we
shall survey historic precedents of natural building methods and their application in specific buildings,
cover the theoretical background of earth sample analysis and assessment, and examine each one of the
different natural building techniques, with a particular focus on the construction parameters, layouts and
details; we shall also explore the contemporary use of these techniques in modern buildings. Another part
of the course will be an overview of the existing international building codes that apply to natural building,
as well as Greek building standards. Lectures will be followed by hands-on exercises in the collection
and assessment of soil and other building materials, and the construction of specimens using each of
the different natural building techniques. The final semester project will include the structural design
of selected areas of a building using natural building techniques, with an emphasis on the design and
resolution of construction details.
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ARC_E212 Special Topics in Urban Design 2 (4 ECTS)

Urban Design is often understood/witnessed/viewed as a concise
architecture on a large scale. This misperception leads to designs of urban environments that fail to
meet the criteria for urban design as well as architecture. The course «Urban Alphabet: Concepts and
Morhpology in Urban Design» aims at providing the appropriate/adequate conceptual and design
assets for the better understanding of urban phenomenon, the parameters of its framework and a more
comprehensive design of the urban landscape. It explores specific aspects of past and recent trends and
methods that define contemporary urban design theory and practice. In a vocabulary format, the course:
identifies and analyzes concepts and terms, and documents and interprets main urban forms as they are
found in design practice. It creates correlations between the scales of architecture, urban design and
planning. It mothivates students to: indulge in the relation between design concepts and urban form,
understand the multi-level thematology of urban environments, sharpen their critical thinking on public
space issues, shape their own way of thinking in order to be able to make better, more conscious design
choices.

ARC_E306 Special Topics in Theory of Architecture 6 (4 ECTS)

The course is a general introduction to key concepts of architec-
ture, representation and media theory in the 20th and 21st centuries. The course material aims to
introduce students to the basic concepts of the above fields through ten separate topics that include
theoretical texts, narratives, architectural, artistic and contemporary narrative works, as well as the
development of critical and theoretical thinking on contemporary issues through interdisciplinary
comparisons. It also refers to the dialogue between architecture, art, cinema, science fiction, media
and new media within the wider field of contemporary culture, so that the student has an overall un-
derstanding of the field in question as well as the importance of architectural thought, theory, design
methodologies and epistemology, and different media of communication and representation, within
it. Finally, the main objective of the course is the friction and development of the logical and rhetorical
skills of the students, through essays, presentations and seminar discussions based on projects that
combine images and texts.

ARC_E402 Interior Design 2 (4 ECTS)

The course offers a historical and theoretical introduction to the study
of contemporary Furniture and designed Objects, from the Industrial Revolution to the present. Through
lectures and videos, the form, function and ergonomics of products and objects are explored, in relation
to the influence of new materials and technologies, as well as wider social and cultural changes. The aim
of the course is to bring students in touch with the most important developments in the history of modern
industrial design and at the same time to address the dominant theoretical questions concerning the
whole range of design-production-consumption and the design intentions of their creators, such as: the
relationship between form and content, the relation of the furniture object to interior space, the product
promotion and communication strategies, and the ethical and aesthetic issues that arise today with
respect to the environment. Students contribute to the course through weekly presentations, based on
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research of contemporary projects and critical innovative ideas in design, as well as through a monograph
that involves the manufacture of furniture models and the design of their exhibition and display spaces

ARC_E406 Museology 2 (4 ECTS)

How does architecture affect our experience of museums and how
does it relate to the ‘art of exhibiting'? How some museums create a sense of personal exploration, and
others have an intensely didactic character, how the visit in some museums is transformed to a spatial
experience and in others to a social event? The course introduces students to strategic and practical
issues in the architectural-spatial design of museums and exhibitions, on the triple scale of the exhibit,
the display, and the building. The aim is to show how the design and organization of space constructs
connections between galleries, between objects, and between visitors, and contributes to the distinctive
spatial, intellectual and social character of the museum. It analyzes key issues in spatial design - such
as the relations of access and visibility, and their effects on visitors’ experience: the way in which they
explore and use the museum, ‘read’ the display, and become aware of each other. Through case studies,
practical exercises, and a project, the course seeks on the one hand, to contibute to a deeper theoretical
understaning of the way museums and galleries organize space and their collections to create for visitors
different kinds of experiences; and on the other, to provide practical knowledge on key issues in the design
of exhibitions that engage their visitors.

ARC_E408 Special Topics on Sustainable Design (4 ECTS)

The course focuses on environmental design evaluation methodology
through measurable criteria, monitoring and simulation. It introduces methods, tools and techniques for
the monitoring of outdoor and indoor climate conditions, the creation and calibration of microclimate
and building simulation models, the simulation of existing and projected conditions to assess outdoor
comfort, built structures environmental performance and energy efficiency. The main objective of the
course is to document the relation of sustainability issues with the built environment through the study
of microclimate influence on built structures, building energy efficiency improvement, outdoor comfort
in urban sites and climate change impacts on existing and forthcoming buildings and sites. The course
will offer students a broad understanding of environmental monitoring, simulation methodology and
pertinent practices applicable to buildings and open spaces, providing them with the essential tools for
documenting design proposals’ assessment. On-site monitoring and digital simulation methods and
tools are approached as a process of assessing existing and future conditions in built environments and
structures, in terms of objective criteria and quantifiable indices, associated with sustainability including
environmental and anthropogenic parameters. Processes of monitoring, modeling, simulation, and results
interpretation are demonstrated through a variety of tools as different options for analytic assessment. In
particular, the simulation method is viewed as the means to identify design effects in future or proposed
scenarios and provide feedback to optimize design and support decision making. Basic concepts and
key parameters of monitoring and simulation methodology are presented along with various alternative
and complementary tools and applications for practical assessment. These comprise of climate analysis
tools, solar calculators, thermal comfort models, building thermal and energy performance simulation
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models, daylight analysis tools, airflow and wind field analysis models, microclimate simulation tools
etc. Short exercises with basic computational and analytic tools will take place as initial engagement
and a more comprehensive approach will follow with an extended exercise on a case study evaluation
(e.g. building performance evaluation of daylight factors, energy demands and carbon emissions or
microclimate development and outdoor comfort assessment). The course combines lectures followed
by tools demonstration to engage students in short exercises with computational tools and techniques,
literature review and an environmental design evaluation case study (selection of criteria, tools and
method and presentation of assessment results).

ARC_E554 Special Topics in Digital & Parametric Design 2 (4 ECTS)

The course is an in-depth study of digital parametric design through
the Rhinoceros / Grasshopper design platform. As an in-depth course it is addressed to students who
possess the basic knowledge of handling the Rhinoceros / Grasshopper parametric design platform. The
aim of the course is to get acquainted with special topics of parametric design that are characterized by
complexity of composition and program writing. The character of the course is mainly technical in order
to provide the appropriate cognitive background for further development and utilization. It is composed
of a series of presentations of the software, which are combined with short assignments that students
are asked to prepare. During the semester, students develop a semester topic as well as compile a list of
individual assignments. Prerequisites for attending the course are the familiarity with the environment of
Rhino / Grasshopper and the possibility of abstract - diagrammatic analysis of synthetic problems.

ARC_E608 Special Topics in History of Architecture 8 (4 ECTS)

Architecture in modern Western societies is characterized by intense
and continuous renewal. How and in which sectors do innovation trends appear? What are the relations
of the new with the structures of society? By what process does the new acquire value and become
established? Who invents the new, how and with what mechanisms? The course will be oriented to the
investigation of the conditions that led architecture to a competitive adherence to the processes that
guarantee changes in form and content. It will also study the new and innovative elements of architecture
during the 19th and 20th centuries, the ways in which they were produced, their characteristics and
coordinates, as well as the separatist tendencies and rivalries that appeared before the innovations
prevailed. As atask, students will be asked to engage, through a critical commentary of various innovations,
with exploratory efforts to produce innovations in any field of architectural thought.

ARC_E712 Urban Art Interventions 2 (4 ECTS)

What is Public Art? Public space is not preexistent, but emerges
throughthe practices of persons usingit. How can the public, considered as both space and acting persons,
be produced today in art? What are the media, methods and theories through which contemporary art is
related to the city and democracy? What are the disputes around participation? What is an antagonistic
public sphere? What is the difference between a work in the street and a work in a museum? How ca we
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read a work that we suddenly encounter on our way? Are aesthetic criteria adequate? Why is a court
decision needed to judge if a work, such as the Tilted Arc by Richard Serra, can remain in public space?
How can the work function in relation to the site and the social, historical and institutional context?
Why is public art work equally conceived for the interior space of a museum or an apartment? How can
contemporary art in public space function beyond the spectacular or the monumental, gentrification and
city branding? During the course questions will be asked around public art today, an area between art
and architecture, which touches upon fields such as urban studies, social geography and political theory,
as well as upon practices such as site-specific, relational, community-based, participatory, collaborative,
activist, dialogical, tactical media, etc. The questions will be asked by students, who are encouraged to
undertake initiatives in research-based projects.

ARC_E808 Special Topics in Architectural Technology
'Mapping the Digital Archives' (4 ECTS)

Digital space is a field of communication and creation that expands
the way ideas are conveyed, distributed and completed. The elective course Mapping and Digital
Archives of Greek Architecture presents and interprets architectural projects by gathering information,
recording, analyzing, presenting and imaging. The archive issue extends the boundaries of architectural
education to the observation, presentation and interpretation of the immediate environment. It aims at
a continuously expanding architectural database that will be enriched year after year to highlight the
Greek architectural heritage. The archive of drawings, texts, images and models will be accessible to
the students of the department. The course cover issues related to methodologies of collecting and
classifying architectural material, historical analysis and representational practices. The lesson and the
laboratory exercises are completed in three phases: Data collection, goal setting and material processing,
Analysis and classification of data —Creation of a communication model, and, Preparation of descriptive
methods and representations. Organization and presentation of the archival material in digital space.
Each phase is supported by lectures and includes interim presentations of the evolution of every student
work. Issues analyzed relate to historical frameworks, methods of structuring - organizing information and
analyzing architectural data and files. Students are encouraged to explore and collect information about
architectural projects that they categorize, analyze and classify in rational lines to eventually record them
in a digital file. The exercises help consolidate the observation-analysis architecture and develop data
storageing and display techniques in a variety of forms. The method combines theoretical knowledge with
archiving and research techniques.

In 2010 he received the V. Valambus Prize from Y&Z Spyropoulos
Foundation, in 2015 he nominated for the DESTE prize, he has been granted for the Flemish Ministry
of Culture, Kunsten en Erfgoed(2014, 2015-16, 2019), SOFAM(2018), OUTSET(2018), Greek Ministry of
Culture (2020). His work has been presented in Belgium, Greece, The Netherlands, Germany, Sweden,
USA, Spain, Brazil. Some presentations: WIELS Brussels (_ELOS, 2022, Le Bouc Divin, 2018), Extra City
Kunsthal Antwerp (ISTER, 2014) Cycladic Art Museum (DESTE, 2015), EMST Athens (Unpacking my
library, 2018), ISET Athens 2017), he is represented by Kalfayan gallery (shows in 2017, 2019). He has
taken partin residencies WIELS Brussels, Frans Masereel Centrum, BE, Leo XIII, Tilburg, NL and followed
extended workshops with Olafur Eliasson/Raumexperimente, Rirkrit Tiravanija, Alfredo Jaar, Nico
Dockx, Yona Friedman, Yael Davids, Lawrence Weiner. Since 2012 he proposes the OMBLOS publishing
program. He is co-editor of aporrox journal, while 2019 together with Gene Ray, Anna Papaeti and Sarah
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De Wilde, they launch the screen and discussion program MAKING NOW TIME in Athens. In Ovrya,
Patras he proposes the care of an orchard as a platform of action, encounters and critical thought. Since
2015, he teaches as Adjunct Professor at the Architecture department, University of Patras the courses
Visual Communication 1 and 2, and Visual Arts and he is Academic Advisor for the Master Program of
Hellenic Open University EAP (2020-2023). Also, he taught at ASFA Typography and Artist’s book studio
(2016) and he has been juror fort the MASTER IN SITU, Royal Academy Antwerp (2012, 2019). He has
organised workshops and symposia (ASFA 2012, TEI Athens 2014, Royal Academy Antwerp, La Cambre
Brussels, department of Architecture UP).
