3. COURSE CONTENT

Introduction to visual thinking and practices of contemporary art. Observation and its interrelation to thinking and
praxis constitute the object of study. Students familiarize with artistic practice, train their visual perception and
develop their drawing and compositional skills through experimentation and contact with different materials and
mediums. Revision and re-orientation of mediums such as drawing, conceived beyond their representational function
and closer to the process of documenting. The basic characteristics of the mediums are explored through exercises
which are sometimes mechanical in their execution, and sometimes more intuitional, tuned in the body, sensual or
beyond the appropriate vision (hearing, smell, touch). Emphasis in the process of discovering ways of observing and
recording, as well as in the syntaxis of a personal visual vocabulary. During the courses, thematics from the history of
art and civilizations are presented and discussed, forming a parallel to the exercises archive of references, which
student further develop through the study of bibliography. Lectures, presentations from invited speakers and field

trips complement the practical training.
